
WALK with  
CAUTION onto 

the landing area 
when it’s wet  

or icy.

DO NOT place  
or hold IV poles  
or bags above  
shoulder level  
in the landing 
area. Keep a  
watchful eye  
on monitoring 

equipment when 
loading or  

off-loading  
patients.

DO NOT open 
and close  

helicopter doors 
unless you are 

trained and  
familiar with 

their function.

DO NOT  
approach the  

helicopter when 
the rotor blades 

are turning  
unless signaled to 
do so by the flight 
crew. DO NOT run  
near or onto the  

landing area.

STAY forward  
of the  

helicopter’s 
skids, within  

the pilot’s range 
of vision at  

all times.

DO NOT walk  
behind the  

helicopter at  
any time. The 

tail rotor turns 3 
times faster than 

the main rotor 
and can be  

difficult to see.
